21. American Independent party candidate for President in 1968 and former governor of Alabama.

22. After victory in the California primary, he was killed by Sirhan Sirhan.

23. Site of 1968 Democratic convention that was marked by violence and protest.

24. First special prosecutor in the Watergate affair he insisted Nixon turn over the tapes.

25. Nixon's Attorney General who approved a plan to "bug" Watergate.

26. Nixon named him as Chief Justice when Earl Warren retired.

27. Site of Vietnam peace talks.

28. Nixon's Vice-President who resigned after pleading "no contest" to income tax evasion.

29. FBI head who would not approve Nixon's plans for spying on "enemies."
